Discussion  Blue-NG plans to install a Power Plant between Dark Lane and Aberdeen Farm.

· The plant will be on the hillside in open fields and will be visible against the skyline.
· The site is in the Greenbelt and has  landscape characteristic protection
· The site is about 33% bigger than a football pitch

· The building will be equivalent to a four storey house (The stack slightly higher)

· C 100,000 acres (150 square miles)  per year of rape seed will be required to fuel the plant.

· 135 tonnes of rape seed oil will be tankered in from Liverpool each day and burnt

· Other fuels may be used including biogas from household waste

· The plant will be totally automated and unmanned.
Blackrod and Horwich Environmental Action Group will be objecting to the proposal and will be attending the meeting.
